"20 years after his coronation,
King Piyadassi, Beloved of the
Gods, visited this spot in person
and worshipped at this place
because here Buddha Sakyamuni
was born. He caused to make a
stone (capital) representing a
horse and he caused this stone
pillar to be erected. Because the
Buddha was born here, he made
the village of Lumbini free from
taxes and subject to pay only one-
eighth of the produce as land
revenue instead of the.usual rate.

It was here that
Ven. Rahula was ordained when he came

to ask for his inheritance from the Buddha.
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The road from Bhairawa to Ramagama passes the scenic Rohini River that separates the
kingdoms of Sakyans and Koliyans. Both tribes nearly fought over its water rights but the
Buddha wtervened to solve their dispute. In the background are the foothills of Himalayas.
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- Ramagama in Nawal Parasi District in southéri Nepal was the
capital of the Koliyan kingdom: A 10-metre high stupa, believed
to be one of the original eight relic stupas stands undisturbed to
this-day. Legend has itsthat a naga (serpent) guards this stupa.
